Les lauréates 2024 sont SANDRA CALLIGARO
pour poursuivre son travail en Afghanistan, trois ans
apres le retour des talibans.

Et CATALINA MARTIN-CHICO pour poursuivre
son projet, commencé il y a 8 ans, sur la résilience
et la place des femmes combattantes FARC et de
leurs vies familiales construites dans une paix en
danger.

Since 2020, the French Ministry of Culture
and the Festival of Photojournalism Visa pour
I'lmage — Perpignan have been awarding grants for
the production of original photography by women.
Every year, two grants for female photographers,
each for €8,000, are awarded in recognition of their
contribution to photojournalism.

These grants, dedicated to women photojournalists,

pay tribute to Frangoise Demulder —a French war
photographer and the first woman to win the World
Press Photo, in 1977.

The 2024 Francoise Demulder Photography Grant
recipients are

SANDRA CALLIGARO who will continue her
work in Afghanistan, three years after the return of
the Taliban; and GATALINA MARTIN-CHICO to
pursue the work initiated eight years ago on women
fighting with the Revolutionary Armed Forces of
Colombia (FARC), showing their role as fighters,
their resilience, and their life with their families
during peacetime, a fragile peace.
